In addition, the Senate Committee on Student Discipline pursued additional disciplinary action thirty-three (33) times in FY18 for students who had committed a second violation of academic integrity. Typically, a second violation of 
academic integrity results in a formal sanction of Conduct Probation until graduation. The Subcommittee on Undergraduate Student Conduct pursued disciplinary action three (3) times in FY18 for students who had committed a third 
violation of academic integrity. Typically, a third violation of academic integrity results in a formal sanction of Dismissal; however, of those three (3) cases, one (1) resulted in Withholding of Degree, (1) resulted in Dismissal, and (1) 
resulted in Conduct Probation. The Senate Committee on Student Discipline regards academic integrity violations seriously and appreciated the efforts of the faculty in confronting such violations and reporting them to the institution.
